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1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
Unless covered in this addendum, our normal behaviour policy continues to apply.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact school if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
Altered routines for arriving or leaving the school
· Pedestrian route in and out

· Staggered start & end times

· Coned off areas to ease congregaton of parents/carers
· Signage to remind parents/carers of social distancing rules

· Access to school office restricted to 1 person and only if absolutely necessary
· Distance from doors to be observed when dropping off / collecting children

· Allocated drop-off/pick up zones for year groups (Y6/1 astro turf/ EYFS class doors) and Key Worker children (front door)

· Walking & cycling to school is encouraged.
From 15th June, we will need to alter the start and end times to avoid large numbers of parents/carers around the school site.  The start times for each of the year groups will be set out as follows:

Friday is a shorter day. School will remain open for Key worker pupils but close to Reception, Year 1 and Year 6. The end time on a Friday for Reception will be 12 noon, Year 6 12.15pm and Year 1 12.30pm.   
Hygiene, such as handwashing and sanitising/ Sneezing, coughing, tissues and disposal (‘catch it, bin it, kill it’)/avoiding touching their mouth, nose and eyes with hands

All classes will be issued with hand sanitiser, antibacterial hand wash and tissues.  Children will be required to wash their hands as they come into school and at intervals throughout the day: at toilet breaks, as they return from playtimes/lunchtimes, after PE, at the start of lunchtime. 

Children should only be allowed to go to the toilet one at a time.  This same rule applies for the break and lunchtimes.  They should be reminded about careful handwashing.

Hand sanitiser will be available in the staff room and school office and available to visitors.

Children will need to be reminded of the need to use tissues to shield coughs and sneezes.  They will need to be reminded that they must wash their hands afterwards.
 Posters will be displayed in communal areas and classrooms promoting ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’
Encouragement of all to avoid touching mouth, eyes and nose
Lidded Bins (containing tissues) will be emptied daily
Windows will be open in all areas where it is safe to do so
Who pupils can socialise with at school, including at lunch and break times
Children will be in small classes with named adults throughout the day

Maximum of 15 children per classroom - Use of allocated classroom only, with exception of p.e. and outdoor learning
Outdoor learning timetabled and staggered

Children seated 2m apart, where physically possible, if not possible then as far apart as possible

Children to stay in own seat in the classroom or sit in the space they have been asked to.
Children to put up their hand if they want to speak to the teacher instead of moving from their seat.

There will be staggered break times

There will be staggered lunch times

There will be staggered start and end of day times

As well as observing staggered break/lunch times, the children will be split across the KS1 playground and 3 Astro-turf pitches to reduce the level of social mixing.  

Playground and lunchtime duty will be undertaken by the teaching and support staff placed in charge of the group or year group.  

Zones will be set out across the whole of the playground areas

One group per zone at any time - rota basis

Moving around the school 
Identified routes around school, including stairwells

When moving around the building, all to observe walking in single file on the right hand side at all times and at a comfortable distance from one another.  Internal doors are to remain open as much as possible so as to minimise having to touch surfaces.   External doors still need to be kept closed to ensure appropriate safeguarding measures remain in place.

Telling an adult if they are experiencing symptoms of coronavirus

Children encouraged to tell adult in their group if they feel unwell immediately so parents can be contacted.
Sharing any equipment or other items, including drinking bottles

Equipment should be rationalised.  Children’s equipment will be kept separate from other children and stored in plastic wallets in their trays.  

Children will use only their named water bottles.

Books that are used will be wiped clean.  
2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will follow existing behaviour strategies/rewards, as set out in our behaviour policy – children will be reminded of these. However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will follow our sanctions system as usual. If rules are broken accidentally, we will remind children of new rules and why they have been put in place in order to protect them and others. If a child coughs or spits at/towards any other person deliberately, the usual sanctions will apply and we will contact parent/carer.
3. Expectations for pupils at home

3.1 Remote learning rules

If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact school if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them.
·  Parents/carers to be contactable through school day
· Children to complete work to the deadline set by teachers

· Parents/carers to seek help for their child if they need it, from teachers or teaching assistants through class dojo 
· Parents/carers to alert teachers if children not able to complete work – do through class dojo 
3.2 Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils not engaging with the remote learning set for them, we will:
Contact parents/carers and discuss any problems surrounding the issues to move forward.
4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and as a minimum every 3 to 4 weeks by Mr. McGrail. At every review, it will be approved by the governors.
