CURRICULUM POLICY
INTENT
Our curriculum will: 

1. Build children’s knowledge through rich, motivational and inspiring learning experiences that provide them with real life skills that enable them to move into the world with integrity and confidence

2. Provide knowledge in all subjects that builds sequentially through their time at St. Mary’s

3. Reflect the need and be specific to our local area and community

4. Develop transferrable skills through their growing knowledge of the curriculum

5. Be stimulating, fun and memorable for all children, extended into an enhanced extra-curricular school life

6. Be ambitious and have high expectations and aspirations inclusively for every individual including academic, artistic, personal and sporting achievements

7. Develop life-long learners who are knowledgeable and aware of their own well-being, social, emotional, physical and spiritual needs

8. Reflect our mission statement that as a family, we pray, play and respect all and we have the capacity, by our actions, to change the world forever

IMPLEMENTATION
1. The National Curriculum and RE will be taught to all pupils. Programmes of study for the subjects of the National Curriculum will be used selectively as the basis for the long-term and medium term planning.
2. Pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural education will be developed within and across the subjects of the curriculum.
3. Short-term planning will be brief. It will set out clear learning objectives, a strategy for differentiating the work and it will show how resources are to be deployed efficiently and effectively to personalise learning for each of the children.
4. Senior and middle leaders will be given responsibility for leading, managing, monitoring, evaluating and reviewing the curriculum to ensure that our objectives are achieved. Teachers will be given good opportunities to use their subject expertise to enhance the curriculum.
5. The school assessment policy and strategy will be used effectively to ensure that all pupils including those with SEND are making good progress and achieving the highest standards for their ability
6. ‘Come and See’, our diocesan-approved scheme, will be used as the basis for the planning and teaching of RE. ‘Life to the Full’, our diocesan-approved scheme, will be used for the planning and teaching of RSHE.
7. Cross-curricular links will be made between subjects where appropriate and the cross curricular themes  will be planned for within the curriculum.
8. Under the 2010 Equality Act, protected characteristics will be recognised and acceptance taught, according to RC church guidelines, through our RSHE programme of study, Life to the Full.
9. Opportunities will be taken to enliven the curriculum through the use of educational visits out of school, parents, visitors, artists, crafts people, actors, musicians and through the use of the school grounds, the locality and the wider environment.

10. An extensive range of high quality resources including ICT will be used to underpin the curriculum.

11. Homework will be set where appropriate to link the curriculum with learning at home.
IMPACT
All children will benefit from a rich, broad, balanced curriculum that exceeds statutory requirements and which is appropriate for their ages, abilities and aptitudes. Children’s work and achievement within the curriculum will be celebrated and displayed to enable it to make a significant impact on the visual appearance of the school and to contribute positively to the ethos. The exciting curriculum that we provide will help children to understand who they are and where they live. It will help them learn about their community, the nation and the world in which they live. It will deepen their cultural awareness and increase their understanding of history, time and place. They will develop a love and loyalty to their queen and country and develop a respect for and an understanding of different cultures and beliefs. They will learn about issues facing the world and the importance of caring for their environment. 
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
